        May 2nd was another day that marked the opening of a new season. 
This time, though, it wasn’t the start of open water fishing; rather, it was 
spring turkey hunting. A relatively new sport to the state, turkey hunting is an 
exciting and interactive activity. Crawling out of bed at around 3:30 a.m., 
turkey hunters will tell you the wake-up isn’t the most pleasant thing about 
the hunt. Getting out to the fields before the turkeys wake up is key, as well 
as “roosting” them the night prior to the hunt, which means watching them 
from a distance until dark when they fly up into trees for the night. Sounding 
off with multiple gobbles as they wake up, the males, also known as the 
“toms,” will make sure the rest of the group is awake and will eventually fly 
down out of the trees when early morning visibility reaches a point where the 
turkeys are comfortable being on the ground. Hunters use decoys and calls 
to persuade the toms to come within shotgun range. The season runs from 
May 2nd until June 4th, and hunters are required to have a valid hunting 
license and turkey permit in order to hunt. Another provision of the hunt is 
that hunters may only shoot a bearded wild turkey during the spring season. 
Traditionally, only male turkeys have beards, but sometimes a hen may sport 
a beard, too. I encourage anyone looking to experience a fun hunt to try out 
spring turkey hunting, and I wish you good luck!
